FCA ELEMENTARY HANDBOOK HIGHLIGHTS

What does the handbook say about socks, tights and leggings?

Socks and tights are to be of one solid color with no accent markings or designs (this means no stripes
around the tops of the socks). Socks or tights may be white, navy, red, tan or dark green. Tights, navy
leggings or knee socks must be worn with jumpers and skirts from November - March. Only navy blue ankle

length leggings may be worn with socks underneath skirts or jumpers. No lace edging.
